You will encounter the “Reality” of Jesus Christ, His love for the world, the
understanding of how to be a vessel that the life of God can flow through and learn how
to be an atmosphere changer.

As you come into intimate contact with the Father heart of God, He will plant the
seeds of promise in your life. Our desire is that you will grow in faith, compassion, love
and grace; freely giving of all God has given you. In MTS, we believe that life in the
Spirit is dynamic and abundant and you will be able to freely worship and express your
love to God in an atmosphere of freedom and grace. In MTS we will learn how to hear
the voice of God and obey. We will learn about the gifts of the Spirit and have many
opportunities to practice what we learn.

MTS is very stretching and intense. As a result of being challenged through
classes, outreach, and living with others, new godly character will be built in your life.
You will participate in daily biblical studies, life foundations, instruction from guest
speakers, practical evangelism, discipleship/outreach, drama, dance, worship, Spanish
language classes, etc. We start every morning with prayer and personal devotions, then
morning classes and outreach activities.



These outreaches include ministering: to the homeless, to sponsor families, door
to door, in local schools, in local churches, to children, in orphanages, in medical clinics
in rural areas, sports, preaching the gospel in Central Squares, marketplaces, rehab
centers and prisons. MTS also goes on two mission trips, lasting five to seven days.
These trips involve all aspects of ministry applications — door-to-door, distribution of
clothes, shoes, toys, family packs, etc., drama presentations, dance, music, church
services, street evangelism and lots of prayer. All with the goal to help change the
spiritual atmosphere in the places we visit. Past MTS outreaches have traveled
throughout Guatemala, El Salvador, Honduras and Nicaragua. Each one was powerful
and life changing. We are presently planning where the outreaches will be for the 2010
MTS.

Students live in ‘community’ with one another on the ‘Fe Viva’ World Missions
base in Guatemala, where deep friendships, fun times, and a lot of growth happens. Inside
and outside school, students are kept very busy. ‘Fe Viva’ presently operates a Bible
School for indigenous people, a Saturday Children’s Program, a Typing School, a Street
Evangelism Program, Prison Ministry with full time Bible College students, Casa
Esperanza- a home for children in crisis, Sponsorship for families in crisis, Short Term
Mission Groups and a Medical Clinic. The ministry workers are on site; so many people
are living and working together for one purpose — to further the Gospel.

We are presently accepting applications for our next three month
Missionary Training School (February 12 to May 2, 2010).
